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CONDENSED RULES FOR RECORDING FOOTBALL STATISTICS*
{Originated by the N.C.A.A. Football Rules Commitiee’s Sub-commitiee on Football Statistics)

SECTION 1 — FIRST DOWNS.

"A fint down shall be racorded whensver the yardsticks are ordered
forward by the offidals, and when a touchdown ks scored from serim-
mage (by rushing or passing) within a series of downs starting 10 yards
or mors from the goal line, A firit down Is not recorded on a touch-
down runback, regardless of the distance of the scering run.

SECTION 2 — RUSHING.

Artlele 1: All offensiva running plays are to ba clanifisd as rush-
ing plays, no? as “plays from scrimmage,” since any pley begun with o
snapback from center actually is a play from scrimmage.

Article 21 Rushing yordage (s measured from the line of scrimmoge
to the point where the ball is declared dead, or is recovered by oppon-
ents in the case of o fumble.

Artidde 3: The rushing total is o net figure . All rushing losses must
be recorded so as to account for the nat figure.

Article 4: All galns on lateral posses whi.ch originated or grew out
of a rushing play are incduded in rusthing yardage. (Soe Articde 1 of
Soction 4.)

SECTION 3 — FORWARD PASSING.

Artiele 11 Forwerd passing golns or losses ure measured from the
scimmage Tine to the polnt where the ball t1 declerad deod {or T re-
covered by opponents In the coie of a fumble), so o3 fo include-both
longth of poss and running advance ofter completion. All yards geined
or lost on each completed pass play are credited to bath the passer
and the racelver.

Article 21 Loss from o :o;nplohd forward pass which did nol ad-
vance the ball o the scrimmage line s a yardage charge agalnst
passing gain,

Articde 3t Any loss by a player opporently intanding to pass, byt
thrown behind the line of scrimmage, Is recorded as a foss by rushing.
He Is not a passer unifl he has thrown the ball, and he retains at aft
times the option of running.

Article & Interception returns are measured from the point of inter-
coptien fo the point where the boll Is declared dead (or Is recoverad
by opponents in the ceie of a fumble).

Article 5: Thero is no pass completed by peaalty. A gain through
Interforance on a passing play is o penalty ogalnst the defanding team.
Tho passer is pot charged with a pass aHempt, nor credited with a
pass completed or yards galned; ner Is the intended recslver {or the
player Interfered with) credited with & pass caught. The passing team

is credited only with o first down by panclty. The defensive (offanding)
team Is chorged with a penally, ond the distance from the line of
scrimmage to the spot of the penalty under “yards penalized.”

Articdo 6: The forward passer is charged with a forward pown
attempt when o forward pass is ruled Intentionally grovnded,

SECTION 4 — LATERAL PASSING.

Arilele 1t A lataral pass is clways o component part of ths ultimate
play, . whether it pmacro: or follows that play, since the lateral Is
merely an extension of the criginal or ullimate play, In effect.
(Approved Ruling — Playsr A receives o forward poss for a goln
of 10 yards, then throws o lateral poss fo Playsr B, who gains on
wdditional 5 yards. Player A Is eredited with one pass cought ond
10 yards undar “receiving.”” Ployer B it credited wih NO pass
caught and with 8 yards under “receiving.”” Player who thraw the
forward pess is cradifed with 15 yords under “torward pasing.”)
{Appraved Ruling — Player A caiches punt ond returns 10 yards
bafore throwing o lateral pass to Playsr B, wha refurns another §
yards. Player A Is credited with cne refurn and 10 yards under
“gunt returns.”” Ployer B i3 credited with NO return and with 5
yords under “punt refurns.”’)

Article 21 Incomplete lateral passes are scored a1 fumbles, and
yords lest are charged against the player who, In the scorer’s oplinlon,
was responsible for the failure of the paus.

Ariide 31 Intercepted loteral poues oro wored oy fumbles, the
offamsiye team belng chorged with a fumble lost.

Artide 4: The oficdal scorar rules on whother o completed pass to
a flanker or manin-motion is o forward or a laterol pass. I the latter,
the play is racorded under “rushing.” If the pass Is Incomplete, the
subsaquent action of the officials reveals whether the pass wor @
forward or a laterdl.

SECTION 5 — TOTAL OFFINSE

Articlo 1t Totol offanse Is the combined result of rushing and
forward passing onfy, since these two are the only methods by which
lagol- edvance can be inltiated while retaining possession of tha ball,

Arficlo 2: Total offensa yardage Is the total of nef gain by rushing
and net gain by forward passing. “Receiving” yords gained are not
included in total offense.

WILD PASS FROM CENTER.
